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World Wide Technology recently contracted for a 700,000-square-
foot facility at Panattoni Development Co. Inc.'s 700-acre 
Lakeview Commerce Center industrial park in Edwardsville, Ill.  

Plans call for World Wide's new build-to-suit facility to be a cross-
dock distribution facility, with the technology company using 10,000 
square feet for offices and 690,000 square feet for warehousing, 
distribution and technology integration purposes. It's slated for 
completion by December. The cost of the planned new facility was 
not disclosed, but sources have put the price tag of the property 
between $28 million and $30 million.  

Panattoni Construction Inc. is the general contractor, and Gray 
Design is the architect. Regions Bank provided financing.  

David Zeigler and Thomas Homco of Lee and Associates 
negotiated on behalf of Panattoni, and Ryan Keiser with CB Richard 
Ellis of Dallas and Tim Convy with CB Richard Ellis of St. Louis 

represented World Wide Technology.  

Zeigler told the Business Journal that he anticipates the World Wide Technology project 
will be the second-largest industrial real estate deal this year. In the largest industrial deal 
in more than a year, Procter & Gamble signed a 1.2 million-square-foot lease in 
May at Gateway Commerce Center in Metro East.  

World Wide Technology plans facility at 
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The new building for World Wide Technology will bring the industrial park to four 
buildings totaling more than 2.3 million square feet, according to a release from Panattoni. 
Spectrum Brands leases space in a 1.18 million-square-foot building; Ozburn Hessey 
Logistics closed early this year on its purchase of a 540,000-square-foot building; 
and the park's fourth building is a planned speculative building. J.F. Electric also has its 
55,000-square-foot headquarters at the park.  

Privately held Panattoni Development Co., based in Sacramento, Calif., is one of the St. 
Louis area's largest commercial developers. It began Lakeview in 2005 and plans to 
develop a total of 7 million square feet there. The industrial park is located in an 
Enterprise Zone and provides a 10-year tax abatement program to new tenants, as well as 
other incentives from the state of Illinois.  

St. Louis-based World Wide Technology Inc. is a systems integrator that provides 
technology and supply chain solutions to the commercial, government and telecom 
sectors.  
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
